Tuesday 28 July

It will look at the key technicaléahge LAMDA Examinations
requires learners to have, including breathingsipigy, voice production,
resonance, projection, emphasis, modulation,andtraythm. This will be a
seminar-style session, with occasional actiatesghasise the technical
information being delivered.

Knowledge Matters — Literary Knowledge — 2 day
