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Summer Workshop Programme 2009 
 
Each summer, LAMDA Examinations offers a week-long programme of workshops to its teachers, 
held at our headquarters in Barons Court. The programme is designed to support teachers who 
prepare candidates for LAMDA examinations, by presenting a variety of workshops that reflect 
elements of the examination portfolio. There are also some workshops that are not directly 
related to the examinations portfolio, but may be of interest to teachers. 
 
These workshops present an opportunity for Continuing Professional Development (CPD) and 
certificates of attendance will be presented to all delegates who attend any of the workshops. 
 
The programme is made up of a variety of full-day and half-day workshops. For morning and full-
day sessions, registration is at 09.30. Each workshop will commence at 10.00 and finish at 17.00 
for a full-day and 13.00 for a half-day. Registration for afternoon sessions is at 13.30 and the 
sessions run from 14.00-17.00.  
 
Lunch will be provided for those who book full-day sessions or two half-day sessions on the same 
day. If you have any special dietary requirements, please ensure these are explained in the 
appropriate section on the booking form.  
 
Full-day courses cost £60 and half-day courses cost £35. If you wish to attend two half-day courses 
on the same day, this is classified as a full-day and will be charged at £60, with lunch included. A 
10% discount is available if you wish to attend three or more full-day sessions. If you are a 
member of the Association of LAMDA Teachers, please see the special member’s rates on your 
booking form.

Communication workshop – 1 day 
 
As with the earlier Regional Workshops, the Communication workshop will focus on the new 
Communication syllabus specifications which came into effect on 1 September 2009. The 
workshop will concentrate on the changes within each subject, the new knowledge requirements 
and the repertoire that now forms the new Verse and Prose Anthology (Volume 17), but will look at 
elements of all the Communication examinations.   
 
Drama for EFL (English as a Foreign Language) – 1 day 
 
This workshop is designed for centres and teachers who regularly work with learners for whom 
English is not the first language. The morning sessions will explore how to teach key language 
areas such as adjectives, tenses, rhythm and phonemes. Practical drama exercises and games 
will be used to demonstrate how teachers can deliver language teaching through drama.  
 
The afternoon session will take the key language areas covered in the morning session and apply 
it to a number of works of drama, including pieces by Shakespeare, Wilde, Coward and Beckett. 
The focus of this session will be recognising key problem areas within the texts and will include 
activities to make these dramatic works more accessible to non-native speakers of English. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Performance Day – 1 day  
 
Similar to the Communication Day, the Performance Day will look at the new syllabus 
specifications for the LAMDA Performance examinations. The workshop will focus predominantly 
on the changes to the Acting syllabus and the new Acting Anthology 2, but will also have some 
activities relating to the LAMDA examinations in Devising Drama and Miming.  
 
Interpreting Shakespeare for Students – 1 day 
 
This is a teacher workshop, focusing on ways to make Shakespeare accessible to students. It will 
explore the many ways in which Shakespeare’s language itself helps the performer. The imagery 
and figures of speech are there to guide the student in the choices (s)he must make during 
preparation for a role/speech. During the workshop, teachers will learn what to look for and will 
have the opportunity to work on several key speeches, in order to see how specific decisions can 
be made instead of relying on a generalised emotional approach.  
 
You may like to consider suggesting your own choice of material to be explored during this 
session, however please note that if you do, this must be forwarded to LAMDA Examinations 14 
days prior to the workshop for duplication.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
Period Costume and Movement – 1 day 
 
To develop further understanding of the periods listed for Acting examinations at Level 3, this 
session will explore the historic costumes of each of the periods set in the syllabus. It will look at 
historic costume itself, in terms of style, cut and look and accessories and will also include 
practical exercises on how these costumes affect movement. There will also be the opportunity to 
take part in scenes taken from each of the periods and put the learning into practice.

An Introduction to the PCertLAM (new syllabus) – ½ day AM 
 
A new PCertLAM syllabus will come into effect as of 1 January 2011. This workshop is designed to 
introduce the new PCertLAM syllabus and will cover the requirements of each unit through 
practical exercises.  
 
Reading Skills – ½ day PM 
 
This workshop will cover what makes a good reader from the point of view of the listener and will 
use practical exercises to understand how to improve skills for reading aloud. Content will include 
understanding basic skills, such as effective use of the voice and positive body language. There 
will also be an opportunity to develop strategies for tackling sight-reading and to explore different 
themes for recitals. This workshop is particularly relevant to those who prepare learners for 
examinations in Reading for Performance and Group Recital.  
 
Selecting Repertoire for Acting at Entry3, Level 1 and Level 2 – ½ day AM 
 
This workshop will present teachers with strategies for selecting appropriate and engaging 
pieces for learners undertaking Acting examinations at Entry3, Level 1 and Level 2. It will highlight 
what areas to consider when looking for appropriate pieces, how to determine the technical and 
emotional requirements of the text and will also cover how to adapt dialogue from a novel.  
 
Selecting Repertoire for Musical Theatre at Entry3, Level 1 and Level 2 – ½ day PM 
 
As with the morning Acting workshops, this session will use similar strategies to determine how 
to select appropriate songs for learners undertaking Musical Theatre examinations at Entry3, 
Level 1 and Level 2. Each of the types of song listed in the syllabus at Entry3, Level 1 and Level 2 will 
be covered and teachers will learn how to match songs with the technical and emotional demands 
of each level.  
 
 
 
 
 
Accents – 1 day 
 
Although not a requirement at Entry 3, Level 1 and Level 2, accents can help to make an Acting 
performance more believable. This workshop will cover some of the more popular accents and 
dialects attempted by LAMDA Examinations learners, including cockney and Received 
Pronunciation and those from Newcastle, Liverpool and Norfolk.
